Staffing Updates 

We have been very successful with our recent round of recruitment. I have managed to recruit a 

very accomplished Year 2 teacher for Green Class. Miss Hayat has recent experience teaching in 

Dubai and interviewed very well recently. Miss Hayat will be working with Year 2 from Monday and 

taking over full responsibility for Green Class from the beginning of next term. Mrs Jenkins will take 

up the role leading Elizabeth Class and Mrs Abdalla will move to Silver Nursery Class. 

 

New Behaviour Lead 

With the increasing number of children with complex needs in the local area we have made the 

decision to appoint a behaviour lead/pastoral HLTA to ensure all children’s needs are catered for 

and behaviour incidents are minimised. Miss Coleman has extensive experience in this area and I 

am sure will be a great asset to the school.  

Whilst behavioural incidents continue to be rare I do understand that witnessing them can be 

upsetting for other children. The governors were keen for me to share this recent appointment fully 

because as a school we feel it is important that all children feel safe at school.  

Miss Coleman will be working closely with Ms Alexis and the senior leadership team to ensure 

good behaviour is in place across the school.  

 

Charles Class - Nursery 

Due to the very high demand for places I am pleased to announce the governing board have 

agreed to a temporary additional nursery class for the summer term of 2023. Mrs Gammon will be 

leading the new class which will be based in the room between Gold and Indigo Classrooms. 

Charles class will have 8 morning and 8 afternoon pupils. The children will be selected from current 

Silver Pupils and then there will be a new intake working with Mrs White and Mrs Abdalla with 

Silver Class. The Nursery staff will inform parents of children currently working with Mrs Gammon 

who will be moving to the new class with Mrs Gammon. Charles pupils will make use of the outdoor 

space in the KS1 paddock as well as the other Early Years areas. The Nursery team will inform all 

parents of children in Silver about their child’s class arrangements later on today.  

Charles Class children should be dropped and collected from the doors at the back of the nursery.
